An Appendix contains the 7th Armored Division code names that I have thus far been able to identify. I will also note here that the MRU references in the distribution lists are to Machine Records Units, which were administrative units.
The following table includes all General Orders included here. Keep in mind that General Orders were numbered starting from #1 on the first day of each year. So when referring to a General Order, it is always necessary to know not only the number of the General Order but also the year, in order to uniquely identify which General Order is meant. In 1944, there were 136 GO's. In 1945, there were 155 GO's. 76 GO's were dated prior to VE-Day (8 May 1945) and 79 after VE-Day. However, the vast majority of post VE-Day GO's were awards with references to pre VE-Day events.
